As a parent of school children in your constituency I wanted to write to you about my concerns on air quality in the local area, in particular air pollution in and around schools. I wanted to also ask that you take steps to support and promote the adoption of the Clean Air for Schools Framework.
Children are more vulnerable to the effects of air pollution; it not only impacts their health but also their ability to learn. The damage can start in the womb and carry on through to old age. It has become clear to me that if we don’t take steps to tackle air pollution, we are doing our children a disservice. It is important to me that my child has the best possible learning environment. 
With this in mind, I want to bring the Clean Air for Schools Framework to your attention, created by the Philips Foundation and Global Action Plan (the charity behind Clean Air Day). This is a free online tool that helps schools create an individual plan to combat air pollution in and around the school gates. All the Framework’s recommended actions are supported by existing research, including the University of Manchester, and has been backed by the National Education Union and the National Federation of Head Teachers' Associations (NAHT).
As I’m sure you can agree, as we return to our lives every child deserves the right to learn in a safe working environment and therefore I hope you will support this Framework and encourage schools within the constituency to do the same.
